It’s difficult to imagine that 150 years ago this month, 

Saint John the Baptist Parish in Baden was established.  It 

was 1866, and the Civil War had just ended.  The first 

Mass was celebrated in the home of George Mohr near 

Phillips Street in Economy Borough.  Land was purchased 

in 1868 on Phillips Street Extension in Baden to establish a 

parish cemetery and to construct the original church 

pictured below.  Eventually, the church building on 

Phillips Street was abandoned and the parish operated out 

of the Motherhouse of the Sisters of Saint Joseph until 

1950, when the present church building was dedicated. 

During the early years of the parish, it appears that 

Saint John the Baptist was served at times by priests from 

Saint James in Sewickley, Saint Cecelia, Saints Peter and 

Paul, and Saint Paul’s Cathedral.  On the occasion of the 

100th Anniversary of the parish, Cardinal John Wright, 

Bishop of Pittsburgh wrote: 
 

ñThe growth of Saint John parish was nurtured by 
two sources - pioneer priests for whom sacrifice 
was not a word, but a way of life, and Sisters for 
whom the Providence of God was as clear and 
compelling as highway direction signs.ò  

 

At the time of the centennial celebration in 1966, there 

were roughly 3,000 parishioners.  Today that number is 

closer to 700.  As I searched the internet for pictures of the 

church, I kept stumbling upon photos and obituaries of 

parishioners.  How profound…  

As Cardinal Wright so eloquently stated, the parish was 

established by pioneer priests and Sisters, but it has been 

sustained for 150 years by the blood, sweat, and prayers of 

thousands of dedicated people in the pews.  Many of their 

names have faded into memory, but the work they have 

done and the sacrifices they have made over the past 

century and a half have made an indelible mark on our 

community.  Whether mixing mortar or pinching pierogi, 

stringing wire or caring for the sacred vessels, tending to 

the flowers, or tending to the broken hearted in their midst, 

the Church of Saint John the Baptist does not consist of 

wood and bricks, but of blessed, hard-working people, 

some of whom continue to serve and worship each 

Sunday, and many of whom watch and pray from just 

beyond our mortal sight.  May God bless you one and all.
